What followed surprises those of us
who believed that ‘‘psychic detective’”
Randi was well-intentioned even though
mistaken.

A news release from Discover
magazine, shortly after the release of the
Newsletter, announced the ‘“Annual Uri
Awards” on April Fools’ Day 1983
under the name of James Randi.

For those of you who don’t follow
this sort of thing, Randi makes these
yearly awards to persons or organiza-
tions that he believes have made
““foolish’’ nonconventional claims. He
calls them ““Uri Awards’’ to denigrate
Uri Geller, whom Randi has never
trapped in a hoax and who made Randi
look like a mean old man in a recent TV
program.

Alien ancestors have always been suspected by 81%
of the Starseed, and they emphasize that they had these
suspicions long before they read of our research.

A startling 96% of the Starseed insist that they have
always yearned for a place that they consider their *‘true
home,’’ somewhere not on Earth.

About 89% of the Starseed experience an inner
feeling of great urgency, and 80% of them envision
themselves as working against some cosmic timetable in
order to complete important goals. Some of the Star-
seed express additional tension when they admit that
they have not yet received a clear image of precisely
what their goal is to be.

The preferences for the items of ‘‘more than normal
attraction and affinity”’ were quite scattered, as might
be expected. We included the various subjects on the list
because so many of our early letters from alleged Star
People mentioned certain topics over and over, in a kind
of repetitiousness that we felt had to be more than coin-
cidence.

We are certain that each of the items is in some way
symbolical. The affinity for willow trees may indicate a
desire to be pliant and flexible in relationships with
other people. The eagle may represent a wish to soar
high toward the heavens and toward the true home. The
Starseed appear so fond of natural crystals that we feel
all kinds of memory links must be activated by the
crystal necklaces, pendants, and pins which they wear.

At this time, among the more frequently selected
items, 61% of the Starseed are drawn to willow trees;
69% to eagles; 69% to rocks; 92% to stars; 71% to
lilacs; 88% to natural crystals; 76% to electrical storms;
96% to nature. As the percentages indicate, most of the
respondents check several subjects.

A special note about the name Leah or Lia: We found
that this name surfaced again and again in our personal

. -consultations with the Starseed, so we included it on the

questionnaire to see how many might respond to it.
Thus far, the name has meaning to 53% of the Starseed.

We are not at all certain what it means, but 92% of
the Starseed often see a bright light when their eyes are
closed.

Not all of the Starseed have been alerted that ‘‘Now is
the Time,’* but 73% of them have, and they are eager to
begin completing their missions.

At this time, the greatest number of respondents are
attracted to the constellation Sirius.

“Those who listed countries in which they felt ‘they
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might have had previous life experiences have named
Egypt the most often. Numerous other countries were
mentioned in lesser percentages, i.e., ancient England,
revolutionary France, ancient Israel.

Nearly all of the Starseed enjoy pets, and we find
them about equally divided between cat lovers and dog
lovers. Some supplement their households with birds; a
few appreciate reptlhan pets.

Classical music is the favorite of 58% of the Starseed.

It did not surprise us that 58% of them preferred
metaphysical books to read. We were also prepared for
the fact that science fiction reading is their second
choice.

Science fiction is number one at the movies for the
Starseed. Comedy is second.

Their sense of humor tends to be satirical in nature,
according to the largest number of designations on the
questionnaire.

Television viewing is composed most often of talk
shows, documentaries, and science fiction. :

Death does not disturb very many of the Starseed, for
88% regard it as merely a transutlon or a graduation
process.

The Earth Changes have begun, but will sporadically
shudder the planet in earnest from 1984 until the end of
the century.
