Los Grises (nada que ver cor el apodo
que recibian las Puerzas de Seguridad del Estado en tiempos del
general Franco) son los alienigenas prototipicos que todos he-
mos visto en las peliculas (incluido el documental pseudo-
cientifico sobre el incidente de Roswell). Son flacos, piernilar-
gos, de color gris y con un cabezén de aspecto hidropésico, Los
Bronceados son morenitos, igualmente cabezones y especial-
mente activos a la hora de las abducciones. Los Nérdicos son los
que mds se parecen a los humanos, hasta el punto de que es
practicamente imposible distinguirlos de un ciudadano sueco o
danés.

Tras descu-
brir que la autora vivia cerca de su residencia en las afueras de
Nueva York, Cornet se decidié a explorar las posibi]idadcs
domestlcas dei tema ¥ s€ puso en contacto con su vecma A par-
tir de ahi, nada volvié a ser lo mismo. Durante los ultimos cua-
tro afios, Cornet se ha convertido en el abanderado de la causa
extraterrestre y, de paso, en la rechifla de la comunidad cientifi-
ca. Convencido de que la verdad estd ahi fuera, Cornet lleva con
dignidad su condicién de apestado universitario mientras asegu-
ra que todo ha valido la pena: no en vano ha sido abducido va-
rias veces y ha visto como los alienigenas le extraian muestras de
semen y le implantaban microchips para tenerle controlado.

Heriberto Muela Quesada es mds
que un dibujante, més que un ilus-
trador; es el creador de un auténti-
co universo paranormal y apécrifo
que explica y desarrolla a través de
sus dibujos, algunos de los cuales
ilustran este reportaje.

Conocido artisticamente como
Herikberto, nacido en Orense hace
37 aiios y afincado en Madrid, He-
riberto Muela combina su habili-
dad pldstica (que le ka llevado a
exponer en galerias como la ma-
drilefia Juana Mordé) con su extre-
mada pasién por la biologia. Pin-
tor conceptual, dibujante de comics
y colaborador de directores de
cine como el estadounidense Mel
Brooks, uno de sus dltimos encar-
gos ha sido crear un mundo futuro
por ordenador para el anuncio de
television de Radical.

Los seres fantdsticos de este re-
portaje forman parte del que con-
sidera su trabajo mds grande: una
auténtica tarea de investigacién,
que define como “mundo bioldgi-
co” y que, después de cinco afios
de esfuerzos, dard vida a un libro.

g Magic from Long-Forgotten Tales

ITALIAN FOLKTALES Selected and Retold by Italo Calvino
Translated by George Martin; Harcourt Brace Jovanovich; 763 pages; $25

nce upon a time there was a writer

named Italo Calvino. Although he
liked making up stories, he also wanted
to read older ones in his own language.
“Was there an Italian equivalent of the
Brothers Grimm?” he wondered one day.
No answer came. So he set out on a quest.
He spent two years studying obscure texts
and dusty monographs, rescuing long-for-
gotten tales from all the regions of his na-
tive land. Finally, he ended his labors and
brought forth a magic book.

For ltalian Folktales is assuredly that,
and a classic to boot. By making these 200
stories accessible to the general reader,
Calvino, 56, has considerably enriched the
world’s supply of a seriously depleted
commodity, oral history. Tales passed on
through the centuries by word of mouth
tell much more than their plots. In their
diversity, they suggest the variety of
dreams, the possible mutations of con-
sciousness and climates. Their frequent
similarities point teasingly in the opposite
direction, toward some Ur tale that gen-
erated all the others, a narrative vast and
potent enough to enclose the world.
Writes Calvino: “Taken all to-
gether, they offer, in their oft-re-
peated and constantly varying
examinations of human vicissi-
tudes, a general explanation of life
preserved in the slow ripening of
rustic consciences.” 3

Until now, the best-known of = ..
these consciences ripened in cen- .
tral and northern Europe, thanks
largely to the pioneering work of 3
the Grimms (in Germany) and <
Alexander Afanasyev (in Russia).
Calvino’s collection throws open a
sunny window to the south. A tale
told in the Black Forest differed,
apparently, from the one that was
related on the shores of the Med-
iterranean. The three little pigs
did not make it to Italy; they be- 7
came three grownup girls named >
Catherine, Julia and Marietta.
Italian bards had little interest in
the violence and gore that some-
times make for such grimm read- ;
ing. When the good characters are
afflicted, they feel sadness but not
pain; the villains are punished or
dispatched at the end with com-
mendable speed. In The Marriage
of a Queen and a Bandit, a pesky

These are just a few of the incred-
ibly frightening creatures that have
come to earth via UFOs, according
to Daniel Cohen, author of “The En-
cyclopedia of Monsters.”

Cohen has spent decades studying

The final 10-volume investigative report
was made available to other researchers for
peer review. Public information about the case
was accomplished through Ray Fowler’s 1993
book, The Allagash Abductions, a Time-Life
book on the UFO-abduction phenomenon, and
several TV documentaries.

Fowler’s report concluded that the moral char-
acter of the witnesses, the graphic reliving of their
experiences under hypnosis, and the extraordinary
correlations between their experiences and those
of others provided overwhelming evidence that
their experiences were objective in nature. Such
evidence combined with the positive results of
polygraph and psychological tests, together with
the typical physical effects found on the witnesses’
bodies, prompted Ray Fowler to place the Alla-
gash abductions in MUFON’s great significance
category. '

tronaut or space-god theory proposes that intel-
ligent, humanoid beings from outer space came
to Earth in the distant past, created man in
their image, and then went on to develop
human civilization. Reports (i.e., legends and
references by early historians) of ancient UFOs
and alleged biblical UFO sightings are gener-
ally assumed by space-god proponents to be
connected with ancient astronauts, thereby
making it a theory of ancient contactees.

Could this 14th-century fresco from the
Desani Monastery in Yugoslavia
represent an ancient space traveler?

Author Erich von Diniken, the most popu-
lar spokesman for the movement, states the
theory as follows: ‘‘In prehistoric and early
historic times the Earth was visited by un-
known beings from the Cosmos. These un-
known beings created human intelligence by a
deliberate genetic mutation. The extra-
terrestrials ennobled hominids ‘in their own
image.” That is why we resemble them—not
they us. These visits to Earth by alien beings
from the Costos were recorded and handed
down in religions, mythologies and popular

b legends. In some places the extraterrestrials

also deposited physical signs of their presence
on Earth.”” (Von Ddniken’s Proof, 1978)

Hints of the theory can be found in the writ-
ings of Charles Fort, who once said ‘‘we are
property,”’ in the context that extraterrestrial be-
ings might be watching over us Earthlings as
a farmer would cattle or sheep. Another early
;. proponent of ancient astronauts was astronomer
i Morris K. Jessup, who began to develop the idea
E. in his book The Case for the UFO (1955).

It was not until 1960, however, that most
of the *‘classic’’ or standard examples of al-
leged extraterrestrial evidence in ancient times
were enumerated and synthesized by the
French authors Louis Pauwels and Jacques Be-
rgier in their book The Morning of the Magi-
cians. Other books followed, such as The Sky
People by Brinsley Le Poer Trench (1960);
Paul Thomas’s Flying Saucers Through the
Ages (1962); Robert Charroux’s One Hundred
Thousand Years of Man’s Unknown History
(1963); and more recently, the whole series of
books by von Diniken, beginning with Chari-
ots of the Gods? in 1968, followed by another
series of books by Zecharia Sitchin (beginning
in 1976), known collectively as the ‘‘Earth
Chronicles.”’

Although there is nothing absurd or impos-
sible about the idea that ancient astronauts
could have visited the Earth, the theory suffers
from a lack of evidence that unambiguously
links anything with extraterrestrrials. Discrep-
ancies found in the books of von Diniken and
others who have supported the ancient astro-
naut thesis can be categorized, for the most
part, as follows: (1) speculations built on
grossly. inaccurate or misleading premises; (2)
playing the game ‘‘it looks like’’; and (3) omis-

Many people fear and mistrust these enti-
ties, because of their covert influence.

being who placed me in a small transport craft
to return to the main ship.

While on my journey back home, an im-

- plant was strategically placed inside my head

which would be removed seventeen years into
my future. After the removal I was taken to a
room with eight unusual chairs, submersed in
liquid for protection from G-forces, then es-
corted to a high place before the Light where
a chorus of one voice called my name to in-
form me that I had been chosen to show the
world. Six more years would pass before I
would come to understand what the intriguing
statement meant.

Through each encounter, they were reveal-
ing themselves: who they were, what they were
doing, and why. I had been chosen to report the
impact of their reality through my encounters.

In 1973, the gray beings summoned me
from my home to their craft where a young
terrified woman lay paralyzed on a table. Much
to my surprise, some of the beings were work-
ing down by her raised legs.
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A huge cigar-shaped craft, which carries
the Elders and the Watchers

A hybrid fetus was aborted from the wom-
an’s womb and thrust into a waiting tank of
liquid close by. It was at this time I learned
these gray beings were called ‘‘Watchers’’:
caretakers of nature and all natural form. They
informed me the reason they’d been collecting

seed and fetuses was because man would even-
tually become sterile.

I witnessed technology that seemed magi-
cal. A large hovering craft attached itself to
a smaller craft below to purge and reline its
“‘cyclinetic trowel,”” which caused lightning
and a rain shower to occur. The lower craft
was later shrunken to the size of a car.

Watchers escorted me back to the main
craft, where I was lifted to an upper room and
brought to a huge forest-like terrarium with a
fish pond. The central part of the water opened,
and as water and fish fell below, the Watcher
explained: ‘“‘they were just replenishing.” I
stood in the forest in amazement as tiny fetus-
like children, remarkable hybrid infants, ap-
peared from behind bushes and trees.

The next unusual encounter was an out-of-
body (OBE) event that happened to both my
husband, Bob, and me. We were lifted out of
our bodies and brought aboard a craft where
the gray Watchers were examining our three
daughters. Two tall white-haired beings took
Bob into a different room, as I along with oth-
ers were changed into beings of light. This
experience was an advanced learning session
for us. '

In 1989, I was once again transported to a
craft by the gray Watchers and brought to the
crystal forest. The ground rumbled and great
sheets of blinding light suddenly appeared as
the great door to-the world of Light opened
once again.

A spherical craft transported me forward,
where I saw a mass of nesting orbs. These orbs
were collectors of wisdom, knowledge, and in-
telligence. Watchers escorted me to another
spherical craft, and we sailed toward a massive
cigar-shaped vehicle hovering in the darkness
of space. One end of the huge ship was lit
with red and white lights. As we entered the
long cylindrical craft and parked the small
ship, a tall white-robed being greeted us.

Once inside, I learned that these beautiful,
pale blue-eyed extraterrestrials are called El-
ders, and are ambassadors of ‘“O.”” The gray
Watchers are their work force. These Elders
love the human race.

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chael said two of the swimmers, ‘‘Susan’’ and
‘“‘Barbara,”” rushed down to the top of the
bluff, perhaps attracted by the UFO’s glow,
and must have seen the object at that moment
as it angled upward and disappeared across
the lake.

AFTERMATH

Both primary witnesses felt extremely tired
afterward and fell asleep in their separate quar-
ters. Although Michael remembered the close
encounter and the entities, Janet apparently re-
called only moving lights in the sky. Not wish-
ing to traumatize his friend, Michael said he
decided not to discuss with her what had taken
place. The camp closed and the two partici-
pants went their separate ways.

TEN YEARS LATER

After ten years had passed, the male wit-
ness said he had come across Dr. Allen Hy-
nek’s name and promptly called the Center for
UFO Studies, which put him in touch with me.
Thus began a five-year investigation into an
experience—significant for its uncontaminated
testimony; the two witnesses had never dis-
cussed with one another their shared encounter
with the UFO.

During separate hypnosis sessions, not
only did Michael fill in his ‘‘missing time’’

with an abduction scenario, but so did his fe-
male counterpart.

SIMILAR ACCOUNTS REVEALED

There were remarkable similarities be-
tween their accounts. Both individuals recalled
being inside the UFQ’s dimly lit interior. Their
captors were described similarly as having
large elongated heads, big eyes, two nasal
openings, and a mouth slit. Each abductee had
a ‘“‘guide’” who kept in telepathic contact with
them throughout the experience. While Janet
felt herself being probed and inspected by
strange figures (she was instructed to keep her
eyes closed), Michael stood nearby with his
‘‘guide’’ and watched the examination. He said
this included taking blood and skin samples
and extracting vaginal fluid (eggs?).

While two entities conducted the actual ex-
amination on Janet, a third figure monitored a
console below an array of screens. The dis-
plays appeared to register various parts of the
exam. Independent confirmation of this moni-
toring array by both witnesses provided strong
evidence for a shared abduction experience.

MICHAEL’S JOURNEY

Though Michael had no memory of the
tests performed on him during his own physi-
cal examination, he apparently remained aware

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through much of the encounter, and conse-
quently his overall experience was more de-
tailed. During his hypnotic regressions, the
male subject spoke of a journey he and his
guide took through a ‘‘mother ship’’ into
which the abduction craft had entered.

His tour included riding a tube of light
across a giant hangar, the placement of a hel-
met on his head which conveyed some sort of
imagery to a curved screen, and the presenta-
tion of a park-like landscape where Janet
joined him. After this, Michael sensed himself
falling through space and then waking up on
the dock next to his co-worker.

SUPPORTING WITNESSES?

A persistent search turned up three possi-
ble supporting witnesses to both the UFO’s ab-
duction departure and its final exit from the
dock. They were the two swimmers ‘‘Susan’’
and ‘‘Barbara,”” and the camp’s playhouse di-
rector ‘‘Elaine.”” Unfortunately, the exact dates
of their sightings could not be confirmed.

I subjected the two abductees to extensive

Indeed, there were other meetings with the
Space People, a long series of contacts which
included a course of instruction that continued
over many years and amounted to a complete
guide to good, clean living. Spiritual subjects
were taught, such as the proper care of the
soul, but also there were teachings about the
proper care of the body. Special health foods
were extremely important. When the Space
People visited Earth, but neglected to bring
along their own food, ‘‘They asked mainly for
frozen fruit juices, canned fruit and vegetables,
whole wheat bread, wheat germ, and the like.”’

“It was more or less running,”’ Mallette
reported, “‘trying to balance itself with its
wings which spread slightly outward.

The party fled homeward toward Point
Pleasant, but believed Mothman was following
them. Suddenly, as they rounded a sharp curve,
they saw the creature standing near the high-
way on a hillside. Instead of flapping its huge
wings, it took off vertically, shooting upward
like a rocket at great speed, but without visible
means of propulsion. As they continued speed-
ing homeward they could see the shadow of
the creature, cast by the moon, still following
them, even though they were driving at almost
a hundred miles per hour.

When city police responded to their report
and drove to the “TNT’’ area, they found no
evidence, though they reported unusual radio
interference, = ‘‘like  high-pitched beeping
sounds.”’

Heriberto Muela Quesada es mds
que un dibujante, mas que un ilus-
trador; es el creador de un auténti-
co universo paranormal y apécrifo
que explica y desarrolla a través de
sus dibujos, algunos de los cuales
ilustran este reportaje.

Conocido artisticamente como
Herikberto, nacido en Orense hace
37 anos y afincado en Madrid, He-
riberto Muela combina su habili-
dad plastica (que le ha llevado a
exponer en galerias como la ma-
drilefia Juana Mord6) con su extre-
mada pasién por la biologfa.
