Thomas was taught and conscequently believed that the
Jews (and others) were untermenschen — subliumgn beings.
Without the extreme nationalism of the tines and his twisted
sense of purpose, Thomas could not have followed this hideous
route. At first, he rationalized his work as a means to purify
the Aryan race and thus shape a stronger Germany. However,
as the task became more and more gruesome, he simply
refused to acknowledge the emotional horror of the experience.
As long as he was serving his Fuehrer and his country, Thomas
would avoid his feelings. This attitude kept him going during
the war. Afterward, he had to face his role in the atrocities.
Upon returning to civilian life weeks before Germany's
surrender, Thomas spent some time in Munich?® deciding how
he would elude arrest. However, as he remained in the city, he
was captured by the Americans and imprisoned in Frankfurt
an der Oder. The extent of the Nazi genocide was still un-
known. He escaped and assumed the alias of Heinrich Sussman,
only to be captured by the Russians. On the train to Russia, he
was repeatedly interrogated and tortured; he learned the
meaning of dehumanization and pain. He no longer regarded
the Jews he had helped murder as simply numbers.

The beatings never stopped. Thomas was confined to a
dark, smelly pit — a holding tank for his pending insanity. He
didn't know when he would be beaten next, have his head
pushed against the wall, get kicked between the legs, and be
urinated upon. The irony was that Thomas was now the victim.
He had nightmares of the guards, laughing without a care as
they abused him. He tried to resolve his emotional conflicts,
but, brutalized day and night and beset with delusions of bei ng,
Heinrich Sussman, he moved toward insanity. In 1947, death

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plagued by nightmares of dying in a bombing during World
War II, from which he awoke, startled and frightened. He lost
his sense of himself, his direction, his passion for life. Old-
Michael succumbed to apathy.

Four years after the accident, after "I", the New-Michael
walked-in, 1 was again drawn to Judaism. My old-self and new-
self merged — albeit awkwardly. I wanted to study the Kab-
bala, but the Rabbi insisted on conventional studies first, then
the mysticism. I gravitated toward the New Age. After years of
meditation, with self-hypnosis and yoga breathing, I began to
remember my Nazi past.
