1. Arcturus: The star named Arcturus, located in the Bootes constella-
tion, has little connection to Hitler's reference. He speaks of an angel-
like, nonphysical, and spiritual realm known as a stopover for emo-
tional healing. For example, after death, many concentration camp
victims found themselves on Arcturus for counseling and healing.
After the initial a justment, the personalities were prepared for
typical between-life choices.

2. Extraterrestrial visits and victimization: Hitler is referring to several
instances where extraterrestrials a eared inm bedroom. The first
visit was the most traumatic. In a telepathic tion with a short
bem% with huge eyes, I insisted he had no right to violate my space
and free will. He responded by saying they were invite  insisted
they leave (three beings were present). After a short pause, he com-
mented that we humans have the strange habit of fr ing our
consciousness. We artificially separate our awake state and dream
state — our conscious and subconscious. This arrangement is absent
on their world; they are always awake and alwa s conscious. We
humans make agreements in our dream state or e birth; when
the event happens, we often aSsume we are being victimized. If we

remembered our agreements, in other words, we would and could
not see ourselves as victjms,

3. The Fourth Dimension: We are a third dimensional world. The entire
framework of dimensions can be described by the vibrational parame-
ters of one's world. As vibrations change, our brain waves are altered
and we make new as tio ity. Our beliefs now revolve
around cause and effect, a world outside of ourselves, separation
from our divini , and resulting self-judgement. As we approach the
fourth mmension, our vibrations speed up and our perception of time
begir‘ns to change. We will experience greater telepathic abilities,
proving our connectedness to one another and to the planet. Old
wounds, gned with our over-em has 0, will be
healed. It is ironic that ‘tler attempted to change the ego of the
German nation: "Germany - Awake!", "One people — One Reich!"

destroyed all of Europe. It was a folly that wés so believable to
me then. It is my inner journey that I would like to share with

You are referring to Satan in the same vein as Lucifer.
There is some confusion here. Would you clarify this distinc-
tion?

HITLER:

I have thus far made no distinction. Satan as the devil
and Lucifer as the mischievous angel are the same thought
form. My intent before I was born was to brin Earth into
's
ethics. I was imaginative and impatient in creatin a new
world order. 1 chose methods deemed totally out of context in
the twentieth century, yet [ was following Lucifer's path by not
having patience with the natural order of the Creator and its
creations.

What I totally misunderstood when I incarnated onto

That the Holocaust was a hoax is an interesting enigma:
as much as I was in your time. There are any pumber qf rea-
sons that can explain this attitude. First, th’ere is the notion of
comfort found in being contrary — that many feel they need to
act out for purposes of recognition. Thisisane o lo thatcan
be expected on an environment such as Earth. Secondly, there
is lingering anti-Semitism. Then there is the fegr aspects of how
extremely these atrocities were played out in 'the twerfaeth
century — something that might be expected in the rplc_idle
ages. There is a horror factor that some people have a difficult
time integrating. Finally, fear itself can create a vacuum of
denial for those who dread evil within themselves.* This is a
deeper reasoning for these persistent rumors that allege that
the killing never took place.
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Throwing that entity into that state of hibernation
recuperation has taken many years so that there could be )
evaluation and assessments, reparations and atonements in that
sense, balances created within that entity's consciousness ovep
the course of the years that have passed since that entity bue
came nonphysical.

In many ways, the Jewish community today is still in |
midst of grieving over the Holocaust.! If so, (and I believe it to b
it follows that all of the stages of grieving have not be
integrated. How can. Jews surrender while the religion itse
focuses on the grieving? Prayers embody the memoriy
memorials eternalize the loss. A civilization was -destroyed,
culture was traumatized and disbursed. It is tragic that wh
was once a beautiful nonviolent ex ression of a people canno
be restored. Yet, the task is now to what is— to return {o
the resent moment. The fear of surrendering the past is §
challenge for many, in part because Judaism and Christiani ty
seldom address the after-life, reincarnation, and the
roles. Somehow, forgiveness is confused with the fear of losing
the memory: forgetting the souls of the victims, their essencg,
their achievements.

Let us not debate religious thinking but rather seek to
understand why suffering takes on the glory of martyrdom,
Not just for Jews, of course; most religions have their martyrs,
The belief exists that suffering and dying for a cause is noble,
that suffering somehow purifies the soul, bringing us closer to
God. Some believe that because Jesus suffered on the Cross,
good Christians must alsossuffer. A fter all, Jesus ascended after
the crucifixion!

at the piece of paper and saw that all the things Hitler had ever
done were listed there, in chronological order, scene by scene.

"Yes," I replied. "That is how you are remembered on
Earth."
