All the flesh had been stripped
from the horse's neck and head and only bones remained. King called the owners of the
horse and they investigated the scene. They found what appeared to be 15 circular exhaust
marks about 100 yards from the horse. Another area was punched with six identical holes,
each two inches wide and four inches deep, they said.

existente en un sector de la mencionada
hacienda. Habian procedido a encerrar en
un cercado a unas 18 cabezas de ganado
vacuno para proceder a la limpieza y cui-
dado de las mismas. Del rebafio separa-
ron a una vaca de color rojizo, de raza
jersey, y a su ternero de casi un mes de
edad y de unos 20 kilos de peso. La vaca
fue encerrada aparte quedando su ternero
suelto a una distancia de unos 5 metros.
(Ver el grabado de la portada realizado
sobre un dibujo del Sr. Soares.)

Cuando estaban realizando la labor de
limpieza de esta vaca rojiza, los dos hom-
bres notaron que el resto de los animales
encerrados en la cerca se mostraba in-
quieto, hecho que se acentuaba en la vaca
gque estaban cuidando.

En un principio no le dieron importan-
cia a la inquieud de los animales, pues se
trataba de ganado vacuno acostumbrado a
pacer libremente y no habituado por tanto,
a estar encerrado.

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momento también estaba mugiendo, se
encontraba guspendi jre a una
altura de 1 metro y en posicion normal,
es decir ni tumbado ni inclinado. Inme-

jatamente llam6 a su hijo Euripides y
mbos se quedaron mirando lo que pasaba:
el ternero se iba desplazando paralela-
mente al suelo, a una altura practicamen-
te constante de 1 metro, en direccién al
campo abierto.

De esta manera atravesé la puerig del
corral, que se encontraba -, S paso
bajo el ramaje de unos &arboles —cuyas
ramas estaban a 2 metros escasos del
suelo— y llegd hasta un punto situado a
unos 20 metros de distancia del punto
donde se hallaba antes de comenzar su
inexplicable desplazamiento.

Los restantes animales continuaban mu-
giendo, berreando y agitandose, demos-
trando hallarse poseidos por el pavor.

Hasta aqui el relato de lo ocurrido. A
continuacion el Sr. Soares prosigue ex-
tendiéndose en consideraciones y comenta-
rios relacionados con este hecho tan sin-
gular y practicamente sin antecedentes ()
en los anales de la ufologia.

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milde vivienda de los testigos, situada a
unos 150 6 200 metros del lugar donde
ocurrieron los hechos, se encontraba una
de las hijas, que no vio nada. Los restan-
tes familiares se hallaban ausentes en
aquellos momentos.

Al ser entrevistados e interrogados, el
Sr. Pedro y su hijo Euripides adoptaron
una actitud de cierta reserva, actitud man-
tenida desde un principio y que se puede
atribuir a la natural desconfianza hacia
personas extrafias y al recelo de tener
que tratar con ellas de asuntos impregna-
dos de «misterio» o de manifestaciones
que los sencillos testigos pueden relacio-
nar con el otro mundo..., a falta de otra
explicacién mas usual y asequible.

Un detalle’que es importante resefiar se
refiere a las!manifestaciones que hizo Eu-
ripides, y qug su padre confirmé, referen-
tes a que em® diversas ocasiones, incluso
en la época ern que acontecié el suceso
que estamos narrando, habfan observado
durante la noche «luces de color rojo y
estrellas que se desplazaban por el cielo,
estacionandose, variando de posicién, en-
cendiéndose y apagandose, y evolucionan-
do (fazendo cambota)». Dichas luces, en
ocasiones del tamafo de las estrellas y en
otras aun mayores, aparecian a veces ais-
ladas y en otras en grupos de tres. Los
testigos no tienen ninguna hipétesis ex-
plicativa de las mismas.

A poco de ocurrido el acontecimiento a
que nos estamos refiriendo, el Sr. Pedro
Trajano Machado, preocupado por lo su-

de octubre a su viejo amigo Miguel Car-
valho (residente en llha, localidad cercana
a la ciudad de Alegrete), para desaho-
garse confesandole que no sabfa qué pen-
sar acerca de lo que le habia ocurrido. Fue
precisamente a través de un familiar del
Sr. Miguel Carvalho que un colaborador
de GIPOVNI, el Sr. Luiz Carlos dos Santos
Lopes, tuvo conocimiento del caso y lo
comunicé al Sr. Soares. Por diversos mo-
tivos, transcurrieron aldn varios meses
hasta que el GIPOVNI pudiera enviar in-
vestigadores al lugar de los hechos (des-
de enero 1971 hasta abril de aquel mismo
afo}.

El Presidente del Centro, Sr. José Victor
Soares, manifiesta que a una distancia de
120 metros del lugar —medida comproba-
da por él mismo—, discurre paralelamente
a la trayectoria seguida por el ternero en
su desplazamiento una linea de alta ten-
sién (69.000 volts), si bien la direccion
seguida por el fluido eléctrico es la in-
versa de la que siguié el ternero, ya que
conduce la corriente desde la Central Ter-
moeléctrica Oswaldo Aranha, en Alegrete,
hasta la ciudad de Sao Francisco de Assis,
situada a 66 kilémetros del lugar del su-
ceso.

La encuesta fue llevada a cabo mediante
dos entrevistas: la primera (el 28 de mar-
zo) por los Sres. Addo Bastos y Luiz Car-
los dos Santos Lopes; la segunda (el 30
de marzo) por el Sr. Adalberto Alves da
Rosa. Todos residentes en Alegrete.

La seriedad de los protagonistas de tan
extrafio acontecimiento nos fue atestigua-
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da —prosigue afirmando el Sr. José Victor
Soares— por personas que les conocen
desde hace mucho tiempo y que les consi-
deran. absolutamente serios y honestos,
que han vivido durante méas de seis afios
en la hacienda y sin que en toda la zona se
pueda alegar nada en contra suya.

En el aspecto psicolégico cabe afirmar
que los observadores son gente de extre-
ma seriedad (que se aproxima a la rudeza:
en el Sur de! Brasil se les llama «grosso»
e «indio velho», nos indica el Sr. Soares).
Gente sosegada, de pocas palabras, sin
exageraciones - o entusiasmos. No aparen-
tan padecer trastorno psiquico alguno: el
relato se pudo obtener a base de insistir
en ello, con evidente deseo por parte de
los testigos de no excederse en explica-
ciones o incurrir en fantasias.

Tales datos, asociados a la poca cu'-
tura, practicamente nula, de los dos hom-
bres, junto con el hecho del aislamiento
en que viven, permite llegar a la conclu-
sién de que no existi6 en ellos ninguna
intencién de mistificar, teniendo en cuenta
que con su historia sélo podrian salir per-
judicados ante sus convecinos. Hay que
sefialar que muy pocos habitantes de Ale-
grete conocen lo sucedido.

El Sr. Soares prosigue diciendo que, sin
duda alguna, se trata de un caso que pese
a la falta de sensacionalismo que en el
mismo concurre, circunstancia que cons-
tituye un tanto a favor del mismo, reviste
extraordinaria importancia. Posiblemente
se trata de un suceso Unico en su clase
en el Brasil y rarisimo en el resto del

mundo (el autor de esta transcripcién, se-
glin queda dicho, no tiene noticia de ningin
caso de idénticas caracteristicas, que pue-
da ser testificado con tanto detalle y de
manera tan concluyente).

Debido al tiempo transcurrido fue impo-
sible investigar en orden a localizar hue-
sos o restos de algiin animal que pudieran
ser atribuidos al ternero. Por otra parte se
nos comunicé de manera categérica que
dichos restos no fueron hallados ni en la
finca ni en sus alrededores.

Finalmente, el Sr. Soares comenta el he-
cho de que en la extensa zona compren-
dida por el Uruguay, el Norte de la Argen-
tina y el Sur del Brasil han tenido lugar
otros casos de rapto por parte de OV-
Nls.

Para concluir, el Sr. Soares dice: «Espe-
ramos que el G/IPOVNI haya contribuido
con una nueva informacién, e igialmente
con un enigma mas, en orden a tna posi-
ble solucion de la casuistica de los Obje-
tos Voladores No ldentificados.»

El firmante de estas lineas estima que
la exposicién efectuada por el Sr. Soares
es tan detallada y acertada que poco mas
cabe afiadir. A no ser el insistir y destacar
el notable valor que por su rareza y sin-
gularidad puede encerrar dentro de la
fenomenologia OVNI (*), el «caso del
ternero arrebatado», segin expresién tan
grafica como precisa el Sr. José Victor
Soares, a quien hacemos llegar nuestra
maés profunda gratitud.
