Low Flying Triangular Objects:
An Addendum Report

The Nationd Inditute For Discovery Science has received gpproximately ninety-
four reported sightings of triangular UFOs seen between 1990 and the present. In a study
to determine the possibility of patterns to these sghtings, each sghting was plotted onto a
map of the United States. Two maps were crested. Map 1 plots the location of each
triangular UFO sighting between 1990 and the present. Additiondly, 17 U.S. Air Force
bases under the Air Mobility Command (AMC) or an dffiliate were plotted on the map.
This mgp shows the proximity of sghtings to the AMC bases. It gppears that the sghtings
are predominately within corridors between bases. By connecting the bases with a sraght
ling, it shows that the dghtings seem to closdy fallow, with only minor divergence, these
lines

Map 2 dso plots the location of the same triangular UFO dghtings for the same
period of time. In addition to the 17 AMC and &ffiliate bases, 16 bases belonging to the Air
Force Maerid Command (AFMC) are dso plotted. Combining the bases of the two
commands and then plotting their relaionship to the dghtings show digtinct patterns of
dghtings dong the draight lines between bases Agan it gopears that the dghtings are
predominately within corridors between the plotted bases. In the Eastern United States,
Wright-Patterson AFB, HQ AFMC, seems to be a focal point, with Scott AFB, HQ AMC,
running a close second. It is interesting that the January 5, 2000 Sghtings by five police
officersin lllinois were in such extremey close proximity to Scott AFB.

Study of both maps reved a large empty corridor in the mid-western United States
where there is an absence of dghtings. Incidentdly, in the same area there is an absence of
AMC or AFMC bases. The totaity of the evidence leads us to hypothesize that the flight
paths are suggestive of the deployment of military arcraft hitherto unacknowledged.
