Another UFO Sighting Reported in
Scotland

Dear Gordon Creighton, — Thank you
for publishing (in FSR 36/2, Summer
1991) my account and drawing ol the
UFO seen by me in August 1990.

You will be interested to know
that there has been anothermuch more
dramatic sighting in this arca.

An account of the matter was
broadcast on Tuesday July 9, 1991, by
Radio Borders. [ understand the sight-
ing to have been on the night of Mon-
day, July 8, and I give below the sum-
mary of the story as I received it, by
telephone, from Jill McPherson, the
Radio Borders interviewer:-

Lorry-driver Steve Hallett is
driving along the A7 road near Selkirk,
withinsightof the area TV transmission
mast. Helooks up, andis astonished to
see alarge, brightly litdisc-shaped craft
hovering overhead.  The instruments
in his truck “go haywire”. He stops the
truck, and, fascinated, watches the UFO
for about 15 seconds before it disap-
pearsinto the nightskyatte rificspeed.
He reckoned the UFO to have been
about 40 ft. wide and said it had the
standard “domed saucer” appearance,
plus coloured lights.

The driver was overwhelmed
by his experience and claimed to have

had little or no interestin the subject of

UFOs previously, Twastold that heisa
down-to-earth person with no motive
for concocting such a story.

It was suggested that what he
might have seen were the aircraft warn-
inglightsatop the TV transmission mast,
but this was denied by him. He livesand
works in the arca and says he is very

, familiar with the mast and its lights.

I have the name and telephone
number of Steve's emplover in Peebles,
which Iwould be happy to pass on toyou
if youwanted o obtain further informa-
tion on this sighting.

Before finishing, can I once
more thank you for all your efforts and
success in producing FSR.  However,
having read a good deal of recent, sen-
sational material such as the Dulee Papers
ete., 1, like some of vour other readers
and correspondents, would value your
assessment and evaluation of these rev-
elations.

Sighting Report from an FSR
Reader

Dear Mr. Creighton, — [ was interested
to sce the report on the Cornish sight-
ing of January 6, 1991 (FSR 36/3), by
Mr. Hall of Liskeard.

I myself saw an identical object
on Wednesday May 22, 1991, when on
the way from Bodmin to Camelford in
order to investigate a paranormal hap-
pening for ASSAP.

It was asunny day with blue sky,
which makes the abrupt disappearance
of the object even more speculative.
The object vesembled an elongated airship,
sitvery and bright, with pointed ends. 1t
appeared motionless, and was assharply
defined as an aircralt at that distance.
Its apparent size was about the same as
a former British five-pence coin held at
arm’s length.

I pulled into a convenient lay-
by, and watched it through 8 x 30 bin-
oculars and a 20 x 30 telescope. While
1 was watching it, it vanished.

Within secondsasmall biplane
came into view in the same area, {lying
away from where the object had been.

The plane was perfectly visible
as such right from the outset; there was
nowayv thatit could have been mistaken
through binoculars for the very elon-
gated shape ol the object that T had
seen.

The biplane zigzagged about
all over the landscape before finally
flying away out of sight.

I did not report the sighting to
any UFO organization as Lknew Twould
be accused of misidentification. And 1
would nothe reporting itnow, had Inot
read of Mr. Hall's identical experience,

I have now made contact with
Mr. Hall and the Plymouth UFO Inves-
tigation Group about the matter.

Had the object that I saw been
of whatis normally considered a®proper

airship-shape”, T might perhaps have
been satisfied that it was in fact an
airship. However it was much longer
and slimmer than the usual airship
form.

“this is a strange group of stars; I have not
noticed these before”, and | then noticed
that they were moving northwards towards
the Constellation of Hercules. They were
in a triangular shape, and then they
changed theshape of the formation slightly.
Then they altered their course towards
Lyra, and continued until out of sight.

If, as many suspect, most (or in-
deed possibly alll) of our “Visitors”™ are
interdimensional, then maybe they don’t
"travel” so very far?...

As regards the question of water
however, 1 agree that there is enormous
evidence for water-pilfering, and through-
out the 36 vears of FSR's existence we have
constantly returned to this theme. Many
researchers have mentioned the likelihood
that aliens obtain fritium from our water,
for use as fuel.

On the other hand several writers
and particularly M.K. Jessup — have
dweltatlength in theirbooks on the strong
evidence that there are hugetanker craft
which purloin large quantities of our wa-
ter. Paul Norman in Australia is another
investigator who has pondered and writ-
ten a great deal about water-stealing.

The aliens responsible in such cases

might well be three-dimensional, and physical as
we know it, and might — for all we know — be
dwelling in colonies inside of the Moon or of
Mars. (Iwould add that I personally find
this a highly likely possibility).

I have no time to look up all the
water-lifting cases, but recallimmediately
the cases at Lake Titicus and Wanaque
Reservoir in the USA; the Dionisio Llanca
case in Argentina, in which he said he saw
water being pumped into the UFO from a
nearby lake; and several Australian cases
in recent vears where, as Paul Norman
reported to us, water vanished in large
quantities from farmers’ tanks and con-
tainers.

Finally, as for cattle mutilations, this
is an intensely grave matter. Most folk have
refused to look at the article AIDS.... AND
THE UFO CONNECTION: A POSSIBLE

Repeated British Sightings of “Cigar”
Craft

Dear Sir,—Iand all my family (wife and two
sons) were greatly interested in the ac-
count in FSR 37/1 of the “cigarshaped
UFOs” seen in Romania, as we have had
three sightings here of what appear to be
similar craft.

The first two occasions were in the
autumn of 1990. My eldest son, aged 23,
was observing the night sky at about 10.00
p.m. and reported what at first seemed to
be a star of about the size of Jupiter, and a
bit brighter,and lowin the southern sky. All
fourofuswentoutside to observe it. Atfirst
it had seemed stationary, but after about
five minutes we realized that it was coming
towards us.  Planes bound to or from
Newcastle Airportregularly passrightover-
head, so we are all very familiar with aircraft
noise, and this thing was making no noise
atall. Asitcame nearer we were able to see
clearly along cigar-like body with no wings,
with what appeared to be a row of illumi-
nated windows along the side emitting a
yvellow light, (not flashing). We watched it
pass over, coming from the South towards
the East.

A few nighs later, at the same time,
we saw what we thoughtwas the same thing.
though rather further away, and tavelling
on the same course, silently, as the first
time.

We were already thinking about
writing to you, after reading the Romanian
account. And then, at midnight on Sep-
tember 5 of this vear, we all saw it again.
Seemingly stationary at first in the South
sky, it abruptly trned and began moving
towards us, and still travelling on an east-
ward course, and still totally silent. T had
time to get my binoculars, and as it went
over I was again to see, with the binoculars,
the same shape as before, with no wings
and no til.  There was a powerful front
light, as before, shining straightahead, and
as before we could see the row of yellow-lit
windows. This third time, however, there
wasalsoaredlightonit, located behind the
powerful front light.
