She emphasizes that
the main lesson she’s learned
from the space visitors is spiritual
growth, peace, mutual help, and
understanding a the way to make
this planet a better place.

These are a few examples. There
are hundreds, perhaps thousands
of similar reports that go unno-
ticed or unreported due to the fact
that the contactees and abduciees
are too scared or shy in coming
out in the open to make their
experiences public. Occasionally,
cases like Barney and Betty Hill,
it is the aliens themselves who, by
the process of memory erasing.
choose to make the abductees for-
get their encounters in order to
remove any evidence of their exis-
tence. Like myriads of reports of
people missing time, women
being pregnant and their fetuses
mysteriously vanish only then to

find later on, through hypnosis
that they have been abducted by
aliens and their reproductive
organs tampered with.

Although these experiences are
not exclusively confined to Peru
and its Andes, there seems to be a
special cosmic interest in visiting
these isolated places in the jun-
gles, deserts and mountains of
South America.
and investigation of contacts and

In our research

abductions, we come across the
same constant, consistent alien
effort to maintain communication
with earthlings. However, it is
difficult to keep accurate records
of these due to government cover-
up to keep it away from the rank
and file.

Be that as it may. one thing
remains clear. The fact that Peru
and its neighbors have built a rep-
utation of extensive interaction
between space visitors and its
ancient dwellers. Both the pre-
Incan and Inca cultures claim to
be direct descendants of the Sun
who arrived on Earth in “golden
eggs” on the Tiahuanaco plateau

near Lake Titicaca, 250 miles
south east of Cuzco - the heart of
the Andes. Both Silva and
MacLaine write that the reason
the extraterrestrials choose the
Andes Mountains is because they
can move around undisturbed by
air traffic and radar equipment,
and the climate and topography of
that terrain is much like their own
planet.

When we interviewed the Uros,
the last descendants of the Incas.
people who have isolated them-
selves from the rest of the world
on reed islands in Lake Titicaca.
They insist that they are older
than any men. Defending their
planetary independence, the Uros
swear, “We are not as other men
for we come from another planet.”
Some think that this is a prepos-
terous claim and these people
ought to have their heads exam-
ined. Should they? Or should we,
as intelligent readers, take a closer
look at the evidence left by the
space colonizers.

First of all, even though there is
no recorded history written, in

Uros” territory we find the Gate of
the Sun. Twelve tons of mono-
lith. ten feet high, by 16 feet wide.
On it we see a flying god flanked
by 48 other mysterious figures. In
1981, our reporter was told the
legend of the ‘flying golden eggs’
supports the visual image of the
Gate of the Sun. Not far away, in
Santa Cruz, Bolivia, we find long
stone constructions resembling the
tread on a tire. Modern technolo-
gy would view them as landing
strips for huge aircraft. Five hun-
dred miles north west of Lake
Titicaca, right on the Plains of
Nazca, we lind perhaps one of the
most telling evidences of outer-
space activity by the ancient peru-
vians. Figures that make our
modern day ‘crop circle forma-
tions’ look like a tiger standing
next to a kitten,

Flying over this territory, we can
make out huge lines laid out geo-
metrically. When they were dis-
covered, some claimed them to be
Inca roads. But why roads several

An
added attraction is located 100
miles to the north west of the
Plains where another colossal fig-
ure is carved on a steep cliff at
Pisco Bay overlooking the Pacific
Ocean. Tt is a 820 foot long tri-
dent that reminds us of a candle
holder. Its arrows point toward
the Nazca Plains, and it can been
seen from as far as 12 to 15 miles.
An ancient astronaut enters our
atmosphere.
