UFO over Romania in October 2007?

On the afternoon of 30th October 2007, , six kilometres from the town Gherla, near Cluj-Napoca (Romania) a MIG 21 Lancer fighter, fror
Air Base 71 at Campia Turzii, performed a training flight. As Marin Mitrica, military pilot since 1991, recounted: Suddenly, from my right, |
hit by a tough object.

The fighter landed without problems, directed by his wife from the control tower and was
immediately investigated by a military commission. They had no conclusion. Each fighter
has a video camera recording the flight, but the speed made the images unclear. General
lon Avram stated that the recording showed four triangles, the size of an A4 sheet, seen
approaching from the right side. He added that the images were delivered to the “Serviciul
Roman de Informatii” (Romanian Intelligence Service) to be analysed, “as they have ” s ) ¥
laboratories and analytical equipment”.
